A
litle insecure. African American.

‘Walter: 40's-50's Arron’s fiend, working partner and lawyer. A shark. African American.

Emmas: 60's-70's The Prescots maid. Played by the same actress a Rifa. Irish, fun [oving, and kind.
Shanna: 30's-40's The waitres in the diner. Played by the same actress as Celeste. Street wise, fun and
wise.

The Guard: could be played by the same actor as Walt or as Mare, which ever i easier.
